It’s against the law to permit 
your dog to foul pavements 
and other public areas.  You 
have  to “pick up” and re-
move the faeces.   
 
Most responsible dog owners 
in Ewyas Harold know this 
and carry plastic bags when 
walking their dogs, however 
there is a “hard core” (sorry 
folks!) who couldn’t care less 
about their neighbours, and 
who refuse to clear up after 
their animals.   
 

Over the last few years the 
GPC has received a stream of 
complaints from Mums about 
dog muck on the Recreation 
Ground.  Football matches 
have had to be delayed while 
the pitch is cleaned.  It can’t 
go on; there’s a real danger 
the Ref. will simply cancel 
the match.

The Police have warned  that  
thieves have installed tiny 
cameras over they keyboards 
of ATMs in Hereford in an 
attempt to steal cash card 
data.  Several devices have 
been detected and removed.  
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fluid which has its own individ-
ual code.  If the marked prop-
erty is stolen or lost it can be 
easily traced back to its 
owner.

Smartwater is already lead-
ing to a rise in convictions.

You may have spotted 
“Smartwater” signs in the 
village.  Smartwater is a fluid 
used to mark  valuables.  
Each Smartwater user is 
issued with an ampoule of 
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The dog tapeworm 
(Echinococcus granulosus) 
causes cysts in humans that 
are the larval stages of the 
tapeworm which, in turn, 
causes Hydatid disease.  
Associated with sheep 
farming, the Black 
Mountains are a hotspot 
for this disease. 

Human infection occurs by 
hand-to-mouth transfer of 
tapeworm eggs from dog 
faeces. Young children are 
more likely to become 
infected . 

What happens?  The larvae 

penetrate the intestinal 
mucosa, and are carried to 
various organs where they 
produce cysts in which large 
numbers of  tapeworms can 
develop. 

Symptoms depend on the 
location of the cyst within the 
body and develop as a result 
of pressure, leakage or 
rupture. The most common 
site for the cysts is the liver. 
Less commonly brain, lungs 
and kidneys are affected.   

When detected the 
prognosis is generally good, 
but victims may not be 

Toxocariasis 
Toxocara worms transmitted 
from dogs and cats also 
cause disease.  Once again it 
is small children who are 
most vulnerable.   
 
Regular worming of pets, and 
hand-washing are the best 
preventatives. 

aware they are infected and 
sudden rupture of the cyst 
can be fatal.  

Preventive measures.  
Basic hygiene such as 
washing hands with soap 
after agricultural work or 
gardening or touching the 
dog are important. Farmers 
get infected when they 
put their fingers in their 
mouths to whistle for 
their dogs. 

Worm your dog regularly.   
The domestic dog may 
harbour thousands of adult 
tapeworms without being 
symptomatic.

Disabled People’s Bus Pass—take a 
friend! 

If you are disabled and need a helper, you 
can apply for a disabled pass and a compan-
ion pass.  The companion pass is provided 
by Herefordshire Council and is not part of 
the national scheme. Unfortunately, your 
companion will only be able to travel free of 
charge on journeys that start or finishes in 
Herefordshire. Your disabled bus pass, how-
ever, will allow YOU to have free, off-peak, 
local bus travel throughout England. 

The Disabled Person's Railcard gives a 
similar level of saving, which also applies to a 
companion accompanying the passholder. 
Unfortunately, the Council is unable to supply 
the Disabled Person's Railcard.  Full details 
and an application form can be obtained 
from:

Free local bus travel at all times on any 
journey that starts or finishes in

Free local bus travel anywhere else in 
England between the hours of 09.30 and 
23.00 on Mondays to Fridays and at all 
times on Saturdays, Sundays and Bank 
Holidays.  

Free local bus travel between 
Herefordshire and places in Wales, 
provided that each bus journey starts or 
finishes in Herefordshire, or is between 
Presteigne and Knighton in Powys.  

Travelling by Train 

Herefordshire Council can supply a 
Senior Railcard  to Herefordshire resi-
dents aged 60 or over. The card gives 
a 1/3rd discount on most rail tickets for 
one year and is available at a price of 
£21 giving a 15% discount on the sta-
tion price (currently £24).  Apply in per-
son to Council's Info Shop at Hereford 
(Garrick House,) Don’t forget to take 
proof of your age and address. 

Applications from people aged 60 or over 
should be made in person at the Hereford 
Centre, Garrick House, Widemarsh Street, 
Hereford. Please bring proof of your age 
(or disability) and address plus a passport-
sized colour photograph. When your appli-
cation has been verified a bus pass will be 
ordered and will be posted to you. In order 
to allow time for this process you should 
apply up to one month before your 60th 
birthday 

If you are over 60 (or disabled) 
you can have a NEW free pass 
which allows :

New items/projects to get off the ground 
over the last 12 months have comprised 
of the following: 
 
Village Warden Scheme  
 
This was initiated in 2007 and I think we 
would all agree has been a huge success, 
initial feedback provided by existing us-
ers stated that the scheme has made a lot 
of difference to their quality of life and 
individuals were now more confident of 
remaining independent in their own 
home.   
 
First Responder 
 
Following a request for volunteers in 
2007 this scheme was initiated by 

EHGPC and co-ordinated by Councillor 
Liz Overstall. The training has now been 
completed and the potentially life saving 
service went live at the end of April 2008. 
This scheme is run by unpaid volunteers 
and it is a credit that so many local people 
are prepared to freely give up their spare 
time. 
 
New Neighbourhood Watch System  
 
The revamped system introduced by CSO 
Rosina Cathcart seems to be working well 
and the network of email contacts ensures 
that local security issues are quickly 
broadcast throughout the community.  
 
Filling councillor vacancies continues to 
be a problem and somehow we need to try 
and generate more interest from the com-
munity to get involved.    
 
Moving forward, I hope we continue with 
the challenges ahead, in particular the 
continuation of our successful Newsletter/
Group Parish Website. In addition we 
need to address issues concerning our 
existing Parish Plan and see what we 
achieved so far and also what still needs 
to be done.  
 
I would like to thank all Councillors for 
their support over the last year which has 
made my role as Chairman much easier, 
we are fortunate to have a group of people 
trying their best to make things happen 
and often this goes unrewarded. I would 
particularly like to thank again our Clerk, 
Andy Shipp, whose dedication to the role 
helps all of us and without him I do be-
lieve we would be a ship without a rud-
der.
